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Color names are written on flashcards in either the correct color font, or an incorrect 

one. Thus, the word “green” is sometimes written in a green font (congruent) or in a 

yellow font (incongruent). Her students took an online Stroop test and entered their 

completion times and percentage of accuracy on a collaborative document. Later the 

same week, students used the data to draw conclusions in a formal report.

“As I read each student’s results, I recorded a short video to provide them with 

in-the-moment feedback,” she said. “I also noticed there was a pattern to an error 

in building their scatterplots I was seeing. So I also recorded a new lesson for 

them to watch in which I revisited outliers, direction, form, and strength. Students 

who needed to, redid their lab report and resubmitted,” she recalled. “In the past, 

it would have been difficult for them to get their heads wrapped around the idea 

of revising and resubmitting. But we’ve made this a core process whether we are 

face-to-face or in distance learning. And I’m giving them feedback and recorded 

lessons on our learning management system whether we’re physically together 

or not. It makes shifting between mediums a lot simpler.”

The shift to distance learning has raised questions about how feedback, 

assessment, and grading might be affected in virtual environments. As with 

previous modules, we ask you to leverage what you already know about this 

subject in your face-to-face classroom experiences. Take a few minutes to identify 

your goals for each and how you know you are achieving these goals.
