In elementary classrooms where students might have difficulty expressing 
themselves in writing, teachers might use cards with emojis that students 
can check as a way of providing feedback. Teachers can ask students for 
their opinion on many different topics, but in particular, it is helpful to 
ask questions about how they are learning, about their attitudes, and about 
behavioral issues, such as their level of engagement or whether or not they 
feel respected by their peers and by adults in the school.
