We connect with families who are already involved in the school and 
preschool, and we also receive referrals from other services in town. Our 
indigenous coordinator has extensive family and community connections, 
and she has been instrumental in connecting families to our center. We 
have families dropping in, we host playgroups, and we also partner with 
other health and community service agencies who run family support and 
early childhood programs in our center. We have a special program for 
young mums and are starting a study group to assist mothers to access 
training and return to work. Our center is friendly and open—the kettle 
is always on and families are encouraged to come and see us whenever 
they want.

We have had five generations of one family sitting around a young 
mother and her newborn baby, with a great-grandmother singing songs 
to the baby in her traditional indigenous language. One mother has 
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
