PARTNERSHIP PRINCIPLES FOR TEACHERS 
AND STUDENTS

Forming a partnership is easier to do if the partnership is grounded in clear 
principles. The principles below are inspired, in part, by the work of Jim 
Knight, who articulated partnership principles to guide an instructional 
coaching relationship, as well as my work as an educator, blended learning 
coach, and doctoral student.

As shown in Figure 2.1, a truly successful teacher–student partnership must

1. Be built on mutual respect and trust

2. Have a shared purpose
