Sydney schools have made parents aware of these questions at par-
ent forums, in school newsletters, and during parent workshops in read-
ing and mathematics. Parents have found using these questions has 
created opportunities for informative conversations with their children. 
It has provided a script for discussions with their child’s teacher. This is 
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
