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Bump-It-Up Walls help teachers communicate clear expectations 
and help students develop the thinking skills required to become evalu-
ators of their own work. They provide students with a visual reminder 
(and visual Descriptive Feedback) of what the SC look like and how to 
get there. Bump-It-Up Walls provide guidance for students to use in 
self-assessment and goal setting. They anchor the learning and ensure 
a common vision of the LIs and SC.

What it takes to get to the next level is shown on the wall and 
discussed often in class. Students and teachers co-construct what is 
required to move the piece of work from a low to high level. As shown 
in Figures 4.14 and 4.15, Bump-It-Up Walls allow students to see what 
their next expected level of work is and to discuss with teachers and 
each other how they will reach it.

Figures 4.14 and 4.15 show that these exemplar-based Bump-It-Up 
Walls take self-assessment to a higher level of student and teacher agency 
when teachers and students co-construct them. The self-assessment 
process leads students to a greater self-awareness and understanding of 
themselves as learners. Explicit peer- and self-assessment, against the  
SC, leads to individual goal setting by students.
