Nothing else matters in teaching and learning as much as quality assess-
ment, that is, data that inform and differentiate instruction for each 
learner in a never-ending cycle of inquiry to discover what works best. 
This is the power of Parameter #3: get right what happens in large blocks 
of instructional time, and improvement accelerates across the school 
and schools.

In Chapter 3, I discussed what contributes to knowing our learn-
ers if we all have a responsibility to inquire into how each learns best. 
In this chapter, I consider assessment approaches that ensure know-
ing and owning all the FACES and lead to changed or refined teaching 
practices. Assessment literacy is the heart of system and school 
improvement.
