put these prompts on charts that are visible for all students to use to sup-
port their thinking. Figure 4.5 from a Grade 7 and 8 class at Ste. Anne  
Elementary School, Seine River School Division, Manitoba, Canada 
depicts useful anchor charts co-constructed by teacher and students.

Interestingly, by ensuring CLARITY with easily understood prompts 
(Figures 4.5 and 4.6), every teacher, regardless of subject area, becomes 
a literacy teacher.

Teachers must ensure the right LIs are selected so that rigorous  
performance tasks (see Chapter 5) reflect the LIs and can be assessed 
against the SC.

Anchor charts show students the specificity of the learning but can 
also show how teachers and students have deconstructed the words to 
make the vocabulary of the learning and the expectations very clear in 
student-friendly language. From explicit LIs, deconstructed with students, 
teachers and students can co-construct the SC, as shown in Figure 4.6.

If the LI is “We are learning to infer to be able to read between and 
beyond the lines,” then the SC should reflect the key components of a 
good inference:

I can

• understand the vocabulary,

• use my own schema,
