
THE LOGIC MODEL

The term logic model has its roots in the field of evaluation. As the term 
suggests, logic models represent the thinking behind a program and its 
rationale. A logic model’s purpose is to communicate an underlying 
theory, assumption, or hypothesis about why the program will work or 
why it is a good solution to an identified problem. Logic models are 
typically diagrams, flow sheets, or some other type of visual schematic 
that conveys relationships between contextual factors and programmatic 
inputs, processes, and outcomes (Parsons & Schmitz, 1999).

Figure 4.1 represents a logic model for Engage Every Family: Five Simple 
Principles. The logic model is designed to place the principles by 
which true family engagement and the ultimate development and 
nurturing of family efficacy can be implemented and measured into a 
hierarchal order. The model supports the notion that there is a process 
to successful family engagement practice.

Each of the principles (within which additional statements are written 
to support the main idea) falls into a logical sequence of action. In other 
words, schools and districts wishing to bring about systemic reform 
in family engagement should begin at the beginning (Principle 1)  
and follow the model clockwise around the circle.
