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has a device may decide to create multiple online stations; however, I caution 
teachers not to plan every station as an online station. Students need a break 
from the screen. They also need offline interactions to develop critical soft 
skills, like the ability to communicate and collaborate with a wide range of 
people. When I coach teachers, I encourage them to design stations that rotate 
students between online and offline tasks, as pictured in Figure 7.2.
