• How do interventions we determine to be important become realities?

• What will be the protocol followed and evidence brought to move stu-
dents along the Data Wall axes to show growth and achievement?

• How does everyone own the FACES on the Data Wall?

Data Walls must be installed in places where only leaders and teachers 
can use them—away from students, parents, or the broader community 
and public.
