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leaders are now finished and the privacy of the information is protected. 
I have experienced many ingenious ways to keep the Data Walls and 
conversations private.

In Figure 7.6, Master Teacher Penny Dewaele is leading Professional 
Learning in front of her school’s co-constructed Data Wall. Dewaele 
begins every staff meeting with conversations at the Data Wall.
