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After you have collected data on yourself across several sessions, examine it and 

make some decisions about what you need to do more of and less of. In addition, 

reflect on any changes you have perceived in their reactions to you. It isn’t always 

comfortable to look at these kinds of data, but it is something that courageous 

educators do because it fuels their own improvement. We’ll harken back to the 

beginning of this module and the mindframes of great teachers: I see assessment 

as informing my impact and next steps.
