•	 Think about why this part stood out to other readers

•	 Read forward thinking of how that highlight fits with other parts of the story

I read online or app-based reviews before 
choosing a book

•	 Decide whether to let other people’s opinions influence my book choice

•	 Hold intriguing ideas from the comments in my mind as I read forward

•	 Respond to those comments or make my own comments when I am done 

with the book

another reader logged on

•	 Pose a question about that part of the book

•	 Highlight a section of the story

•	 Make a mental note to talk to that reader in person later
