When Reading Digital Stories

•	 Preview the text

•	 Make note of both the content of the story and the form it is written in

•	 Make a reading plan

•	 Stop and think as you read

•	 Note places that the digital form affects the way the text is read

•	 Mark places and jot where you have ideas you want to come back to

•	 Reread (even when it is tempting not to!)
