Along with a pursuit of racial equity comes an emerging sense of empathy. 
A lone White student within a school of Brown or Asian students also becomes 
hypervisible, as shown in Figure 11.4. As unfair as it seems to single out this 
White student, it is equally problematic that educators continuously single out 
the students of color or indigenous students among the larger White student 
population.
