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unconsciously enjoyed and consciously perpetuated. It is 
both on the surface and deeply embedded into American life” 
(para. 18). Figure 2.1, Examples of White Privilege in Schools,  
provides some illustrations that Greenberg (2017) shares of 
what privilege may look like for you or your children if you 
are white.

Figure 2.1 Examples of White Privilege in Schools

•	 I have the privilege of learning about my race in school.

•	 I have the privilege of finding children’s books that 
overwhelmingly represent my race.

•	 I have the privilege of being favored by school authorities 
and leaders.

•	 I have the privilege of attending affluent or well-funded 
schools.

•	 I have the privilege of being insulated from the daily toll of 
racism.
