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already created maps of their homes and were working on mapping their local com-

munity. Ms. Thibodeaux taught them the cardinal directions and they practiced online 

responding to questions such as “Is the house north or south of the park?” 

Ms. Thibodeaux shared a sample map with her students and then discussed the criteria 

for success that was included in the single-point rubric (see Figure 22). She used pic-

ture symbols as reminders for students so that they could use the tool on their own. She 

also included words to aid family members in talking with their children about the maps. 

Carmi used this single-point rubric to review his work. He made a mark in the happy 

face column for directions, building, and streets. And he made a mark in the needs work 

column for map symbols. When asked about it, he said, “I have five buildings, so that is 
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
