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For example, students can identify different strategies that 
they use to support their learning. Figure 5.6 and Figure 5.7 
provide two different examples of student self-assessments. 
In Figure 5.6, students can use the self-assessment to measure 
their understanding of how to tell time using analog and dig-
ital clocks. In Figure 5.7, students can identify the extent to 
which they use different word learning strategies when they 
encounter an unfamiliar word in a text.
