Technology replaces something
traditionally done on paper.

Example: An online quiz instead
of a paper and pencil quiz.

Augmentation

Technology offers a tool
replacement with functional
improvement.

Example: An online quiz that is
graded by an algorithm rather than
a human.

Modification
Technology allows for significant
task design.

Example: Rather than a quiz,
students engage in a Q&A or solicit
feedback from an industry expert
using digital communication

(Skype, FaceTime, Google Hangout).

Redefinition
Technology allows for new tasks
previously unimaginable.
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Example: Student designs and
creates a digital infographic about
a topic to show his or her
understanding and shares it with
the world.
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
