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Alternative Launch Activity for Lesson 2

Launch (15 minutes)

· Discuss the following:
· In what ways do the genesis of the internet and its ongoing development help explain the data represented?
· Deep Mathematical Questions: How can data representation tell a compelling and powerful story?
· Social Justice-Related Questions: How can data representations help us reveal, understand, and act upon bias and social inequities?
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
