My choice to share specific images and memories revealed things about me to 
those who viewed my poster. What viewers can infer is that I value being married, 
being a mom, spending time together with my family, having celebrations, and 
being playful. You can engage your students in this activity as well.

Provide students with the opportunity to create a similar poster or presentation 
that explores the different parts of who they are by engaging in each of the  
following steps:

•• Form agreements as a class regarding what types of images should and should 
not be included in an identity poster/presentation, and discuss the rationale 
for the agreement (e.g., We want all images and words to inform, celebrate, and 
uplift, and not to offend or cause harm.).

•• Ask students to identify important people in their lives, favorite places to visit, 
special occasions and celebrations, books and movies they enjoy, hobbies, 
things they like to eat, and things that make them smile.

•• Students gather images representing those things from Internet searches, 
photos from their phones and families, and/or from creating their own images 
through drawing and painting. (This would be a great opportunity to 
collaborate with the art/media teacher.)

•• Guide students to decide which images to include in a final version.
