Darcy, Martha, Sara, and Eileen have shared student work that builds on the book 
discussions and exemplifies what students are capable of when provided with 
learning opportunities. The Hate U Give virtual gallery is where students display 
the artwork they created as a way of exploring the themes in the book. The virtual 
gallery is an online slide presentation in which each slide includes a painting, 
drawing, poem, or other artistic work along with an audio link where students 
explain their art pieces. Students also created text-to-text connections presenta-
tions in response to The Hate U Give and Don’t Ask Me Where I’m From.

In these presentations, students have included visual representations of their 
understanding of important words from the unit’s word bank. They have also made 
connections not only to the main text but also to related content like a study about 
how Black drivers are more likely to be stopped by the police in Vermont as well as 
an article about Black parents describing the talk they give to their children about 
the police. Students also wrote essays in response to reading All American Boys,
