Older readers will remember the 1970s and 1980s, when cooperative learn-
ing was a mainstream topic for professional development. The research 
was clear and consistent that cooperative learning models improved stu-
dent learning. It still is. Cooperative learning stands high today in the 
pantheon of teaching practices that increase student learning reviewed in 
John Hattie’s (2009) Visible Learning.
